Russian Far East occupies more than 1/6 of the whole territory of Russia. This region is

traditionally considered to be the main supplier of natural resources for the country.

I Primorskiy Krai (Territory of Primorskiy Krai) - the most densely populated and developed region

I situated on the South of Russian Far East. These regions characterized with the range of natural and
socio-economic features. First, Primorskiy Krai is the place of natural resources extraction for the
last 150 years. Its present and future depend on the availability of the natural resources. Secondly,
[rie territory of Primorskiy Krai forms the unique natural complex where the many species of flora
iind fauna are of the special biosphere importance.

It is predicted that the socio-economic, cultural and political importance of Russian Far East
und Primorskiy Krai in particular will drastically increase as the world economic centres are moving
:0 Eastern Asia - to China, Japan and South Korea. In the present report we would like to consider a
series of issues and possibilities resulted from unique economic and geographic location of Russian
Far East and its Southern part - Primorskiy Krai, which has the long land border with China, land
»rder with North Korea and sea border with Japan, South Korea and North Korea. The cooperation
natters in this report are mostly considered on an instance of Primorskiy Krai.

1. Preservation of marine biological resources of Russian Far East (by an example of S<
of Japan and Sea of Okhotsk). In terms of quantity and diversity marine fauna of Russian Far Ea
exceeds all other seas of Russia. There are more than 5000 invertebrate species of animals [1] ai
only small part of them is used by the people. At the same time some of the hydrobionic resouro
are in the precarious situation. This work is devoted to the problems connected with the catch ai
preservation of crabs which are one of the most "costly" marine resources. The issues mentiom
below were faced during the work on the vessels of State Marine Inspection of Federal Securi
Service.

Far East seas are inhabited with shelf and deep-sea crab populations. The fishery industry;
focused on the catch of the most wide spread species - Red King Crab (Paralithodes camtschd
cus). The developing of the catch of the Triangle Tanner Crab (Chionoecetes opilio) and Gold*
King Crab (Lithodes aequispinus) is in the progress now. Other species of the crab are not well sa
died and not widely caught because of the relatively small population. Crabs are very slowly groi
ing animals. They grow up to the maximum size in the age of 15-17 years. Crab as the populati(
with a low level of reproduction is suffered the severe losses due to the catching of during the 3
riods of prohibition as well as the usage of banned implements of catching. Experts believe that .a
imperfection to be one of the reasons of ineffective preservation of marine bio-recourses. Anoth
essential reason is the factual stimulation of poaching made by South Korea and Japan. As the res
the present level of pouching is the highest during the all fishing history in the seas of Russian Fi
East (Shuntov, 2003). The illegal catching of the crab exceeds the total acceptable level in 5-j
times. The sanctions applied to the poachers are small and ineffective. At the same time expel
who work in the field of marine bio-recourses preservation aware what measures can stop n
pouching. Some of these measures include the execution of the true owner of the vessel, the comi
cation of the implements of the fishing and vessels itself. The code of criminal procedures should!
also reviewed and toughen. On the international level all countries of the Asian Pacific regil
should take the real steps to overcome the pouching [2]. In 2009 the situation with illegal fishb
has began to improve. This was a result of new policy when all the catches should be brought br
on territory of Russia, strengthening of state control and cooperation with Japanese governmei
For instance, according to Japanese officials in the first six months of 2009 the amount of Red Kii
Crab import decreased by 25%, Triangle Tanner Crab - by 27% and echinus - by 11 %. Now itj
much more difficult to get and deliver marine products to Japan.

‘'erous forest which is of the highest demand on the world market. The economy of the Region
itionally dependent on forest sector and more than half of able-bodied population works in
ber industry. Almost 30% of the budget income in some regional districts is formed because
the revenue received from the forest cutover. Thus, the forest complex is both the environ-
nt and economic phenomena at the same time. At present, the forest reserves are of the high-
importance because of the wide spread, accessibility, high demand from overseas, and prox-
ty to the borders and ports, eg to the markets. Unfortunately, the vast majority of forest eco-
tems in the Primorskiy Krai are gradually transforming to the so-called fragmented forests
ch are unable to effectively process the carbon dioxide and prevent the greenhouse effect,
ther natural forest protector is water reserves.
